Signs may be delivered safely if the library remains closed. 
  
How will you be recognized as a Summer Reading Star? 
Turn in this form at the public library or via email and you will be given a special 
sign to display on your lawn during the summer.  You will also receive special 
recognition when you return to school in September.  (Please note: Signs will 
need to be returned to the library for use in future years.)  
 
Who can be a Midland Park Summer Reading Star? 
Any child entering grades K to 6 residing in Midland Park.  If you attend a school 
other than Godwin or Highland School your special recognition certificate will be 
mailed to your home.
